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Background information:          
The Canterbury Festival Foundation supports young musicians in East Kent who show exceptional talent and wish to pursue their musical training, but who would require financial support to achieve their ambitions. Caitlin Shaughnessy was the unanimous winner of the 2011 Foundation Bursary prize and will be performing at several Festival events during the year, including appearing at the 2012 Finalists’ concert on 22 October.
New Format for 2012:

Applications are invited from talented local musicians aged 12-18 years. (or up to 25 years for musicians with special educational needs), from all musical disciplines; classical, popular, instrumental and vocal.
This year the Festival Foundation’s competition expands into two age groups to include young musicians aged 12-14 years, “Juniors” and 15-18 years, “Seniors”.  This will allow the Foundation to recognize and nurture talent among the younger applicants and to support Senior young musicians as they embark on their professional training.

Shortlisted candidates will be invited to attend an audition in June (date and venue to be confirmed).  The Junior Musician winner will be announced after the auditions and he/she will be given the opportunity to perform during a special slot at the Foundation Concert.

From the Seniors’ audition, a small number of young musicians will be chosen as finalists and invited to perform in the Foundation Concert on Monday 22 October in the Canterbury Festival.  The Festival Foundation Bursary winner will be selected by an expert panel of judges and announced at this concert.  

The deadline for receipt of entries is Monday 27 April 2012.

The judges’ decision made at the concert is final.
